To begin the month of May, we had our spring counseling conference on addictions
with Dr. Marty Von and Matt Von.

On Mother’s Day weekend we had our second annual mother/daughter retreat with
around fifty in attendance. Thirty—five came early to spend the night and enjoy activities.
On Saturday, some of our local Mormon friends came for the luncheon and the program.
For each of these ladies, we pray that the Holy Spirit will open their eyes to the simple
truth of the gospel and who Jesus really is.

The next weekend we had a custom couples’ retreat from a church in Layton, UT. On
Saturday as that group was leaving, we had a brunch and a time of encouragement and
fellowship with Barbara Allen for pastor’s wives and missionaries’” wives in Utah and west-
ern Colorado. The purpose was to encourage the wives of those in ministry and to share
ideas. It was our first time to do something like this, and only two ladies besides our staff
ladies came. But the Lord knew we ladies needed this time just as much as anyone else!

June began with our Christian Cowboy Poetry Gathering. Several from the community
were in attendance and exposed to the gospel through song. The second week of June we
had three different groups of people here to help. One group spent the week helping Tom
and his family move into a different home that required much renovation. Another group
helped with projects at the ranch while the other group helped with kitchen work as we
had around 65 to feed each meal. Two ranch hands arrived that week as well.

Farming has taken much of the time the past two weeks. The opportunity to lease
some land for additional hay production has enabled us to completely pay off the swather
we purchased in exchange for hay last summer and to have what we need for cattle and
horses in our horsemanship program. After talking to the head of the irrigation system,
Rick decided to go ahead and plant, trusting God to provide the water, even when others
weren't planting due to possible drought conditions. God sent the moisture (even a light
snow) at just the right times when the seed was in the ground and the reservoir spilled for
less than a week; but spill it did, which meant that water used before then was free. We
have so much hay that we'll be able to sell some to help with expenses. In addition, this
past week someone bought us a different bailer, putting an end to the frustrations of odd-
shaped bales, broken-down equipment, etc. Praise the Lord!

This next week, July 16-21, a youth group from Littleton, CO, will be coming for a
teen leadership camp, which is designed to serve as a missions trip. During that time the
young people will be taught leadership principles from the life of David, exposed to Utah
as a mission field with a trip to Temple Square in Salt Lake and discussion afterwards com-
paring Mormon doctrine with the Word of God, and given opportunity through work pro-
jects and camp activities to put into practice the principles of leadership they’re learning.

July 29-August 4 and August 5-11 will be two weeks of horsemanship camp. Prepara-
tions to fine-tune the program are being made. The camps are open to those age 12-
adult. One of the things some of us on staff have been busy with this summer is 4-H. As
they come to trust your ability and believe that you care for their kids, some folks in the
community are more open to us and, hopefully, will one day be to our Savior. At this
point, our horsemanship camps have had primarily Christian kids attend, but it's our prayer
that more unsaved will come. Knowing how to design a program that will use the horse
as a tool to reach unsaved kids for Christ is tough, particularly in this state. Please pray
that God will specifically direct Rick and Bob in this outreach.

Once again, the summer season will end with our annual Barn Raisin” August 13-18.
This is a great time for families to come help on projects and hear some good preaching
and have a good time of fellowship. More information is given in the box to the right.
